The AP Chinese Language and Culture course prepares students to demonstrate their level of Chinese proficiency 
across the interpre;ve, interpersonal, and presenta;onal communica;ve mode at the intermediate level as 
ar;culated in the ACTFL performance guidelines for K-12 Learners. In addi;on to communica;on, the course 
addresses cultural competence, connec;ons to other school disciplines, comparisons between the target 
language and culture and those of the learners, and the use of the language within the broader communi;es 
beyond the tradi;onal school environment. The teacher uses Chinese almost exclusively in class and encourages 
students to do likewise. Language instruc;on frequently integrates a range of Chinese cultural content that 
exposes students to perspec;ves broader than their immediate environment.
