Course Description:

This half-year and full-year designed for students who desire to participate in large choral ensemble.
Students will be responsible for all Mixed Chorus activities. It is targeted specifically to those students
with little or no musical training who simply choose to sing recreationally as well as those students that
need to sharpen their vocal and theoretical skills in an effort to prepare them for greater musical
exploits. Emphasis will be placed on the fundamentals of tone quality, intonation, diction, breath
control and proper vocal production.
